Institutions in Context: The Design and Impact of Political Institutions during and after the Cold War

Tampere, Finland May 31st – June 6th 2010

The University of Tampere is delighted to invite doctoral students of all appropriate fields and disciplines to participate in a weeklong symposium on the political institutions organized and hosted by the North American Studies Program and funded by the Jane and Aatos Erkko Foundation.

The purpose of the symposium is to bring together a diverse group of leading scholars* from Europe and North America – including political scientists, economists, mathematicians, and law professors – to discuss the design and impact of political institutions during and after the Cold War.  By political institutions, we mean the rules that define the allocation of authority and when and where it can be used.  The ending of the Cold War provides a remarkable opportunity to examine political institutions in emerging as well as established democracies.

Institutions have a central role in historical, political, legal, and economic research to name just a few fields. The symposium is designed to approach institutions from multiple angles to provide a richer and more comprehensive understanding of the subject.
Part of each day will be devoted to presentations the scholars have prepared for the symposium.  The other part is devoted to student presentations to give the students opportunities for comments and suggestions from the scholars and their peers.

A key aspect of the symposium is its location in Finland, a country with a unique history of direct conflict and careful accord with the former Soviet Union.  One way in which will take advantage of our location is a trip to Tallinn, Estonia to view institution-building firsthand and to hear from Estonian officials about the challenges they have faced since regaining independence.

Room and board is covered for all doctoral students. For international students we will also cover travel expenses up to 1000 USD. For Finnish students we will cover domestic travel at the lowest cost rates.
